Brief 5: Materials to support the delivery of the T Level Foundation Year in Agriculture, environmental and animal care
[bookmark: _Hlk167858847]This T Level Resource Improvement Project (TRIP) has produced a range of learning materials, developed by an experienced T Level Foundation Year (TLFY) provider. These learning materials will support the delivery of the TLFY in Agriculture, environmental and animal care.
Produced by Moreton Morrell College, this TRIP provides an accessible Framework for Learning, lesson plans and supporting learning materials.  Together, these will enable learners to contribute to the development of the knowledge and skills in National Technical Outcome 3A: Maintain the health and welfare of animals. 
The resource includes:
· a Framework for Learning to show one approach to scaffolding and sequencing developing knowledge and skills for the National Technical Outcome specified 
· ten lesson plans which cover 20 hours of learning to support the holistic delivery 
· learning materials to support each lesson which enables the delivery of the 20 hours of learning.
Outcome 3A focuses on the technical skills that can be applied when working within the animal care sector. Skills development is underpinned by technical knowledge which that can support learners to make appropriate decisions regarding their choice of actions about animal care and welfare.  As such, lessons target specific aspects of animal health and welfare, from understanding animal needs and biosecurity issues to creating suitable environments and ensuring the safety of animals and people.
Lesson activities are intended to engage learners and enhance their technical skills by affording them the opportunity to apply their knowledge and understanding. It is recommended that these sessions are also supported by a visit to a local animal establishment where learners would be able to evaluate practices taking place within the industry.
The teaching sequence culminates in a practical task whereby learners design their own animal building and enclosures, thus demonstrating the skills and knowledge they have learned throughout previous lessons.  Learners provide a rationale for their design, justifying the decisions they make and providing evidence of their ability to apply the underpinning knowledge and skills they have acquired regarding animal health and welfare.
Each lesson has a lesson plan, case studies, handouts and worksheets to support learning.  There is a separate slide deck that can be used to support delivery of the ten lessons.
