Brief 2: Materials to support the development of contextualised Core Skills for the T Level in Animal care and management
[bookmark: _Hlk167858847]This T Level Resource Improvement Project (TRIP) has produced a range of learning materials, developed by an experienced T Level provider. These learning materials will support the delivery of ‘critical thinking’ as a Core Skill in the T Level in Animal care and management.
Produced by Stroud and Gloucester Colleges Group this TRIP provides an accessible Framework for Learning, lesson plans and supporting learning materials.  Together, these will enable learners to develop the Core Skill of critical thinking.: The development of the skill has been contextualised to the delivery of Core Content Area 6: related to sustainability challenges specific to land-based industries such as biosecurity, waste management, legislative requirements and environmental policies. By considering these challenges learners are encouraged to think critically about the complexities of sustainability in the land-based sector and develop potential innovative solutions. This approach not only imparts essential knowledge but also fosters the development of critical thinking skills. 
The resource includes:
· a Framework for Learning to show how the development of the Core Skill can be scaffolded and sequenced through the delivery of Core Content
· ten lesson plans which cover 20 hours of learning to support delivery 
· learning materials to support each lesson which enables the delivery of the 20 hours of learning.
The Framework for Learning and supporting lesson plans are structured around four sections:
· Knowledge. This section covers Core Content related to industry relevant legislation, biosecurity and waste management.  Learners develop skills in reasoning as they develop their understanding of the content.
· Challenges.  Learners build on the foundation knowledge already introduced to analyse climate change and environmental policies.  They develop higher order skills as they look for relationships and links between different concepts.
· Impact.  Learners analyse the impact of challenges on land-based environments and specifically how business measure and evaluate their own sustainability.  As such, they develop evaluation skills important for higher order thinking.
· Action.  Learners bring together their learning, the knowledge and higher order skills, to evaluate sustainability for a given case study.  They create proposals for improvements, drawn from their understanding of content in the previous sections.
Each lesson has a lesson plan, case studies, handouts and worksheets to support learning.  There is a separate slide deck that can be used to support delivery of the ten lessons.
