This audit tool has been developed for ESOL leads to engage their ESOL teams in a professional dialogue on embedding education for sustainable development in ESOL provision.
2. [bookmark: _gfw2uwd2d5rv]Purpose
Using the Sustainable Development Goals as an entry point, this tool will help you to identify what you already do in terms of education for sustainable development (ESD) with learners, as well as identify further opportunities to integrate ESD in the curriculum.

By carrying out this audit, you will become more aware of the Sustainable Development Goals and start to identify how you can integrate sustainability issues into the ESOL curriculum, supporting learners to further develop their skills, knowledge, attitudes and values to take informed decisions and responsible actions for environmental integrity, economic viability and a just society.

For each goal, there is:
· a short description and link to further information specific to the goal
· an area in which to record what you already do in relation to the goal
· an area in which you can record what you could include in your provision in relation to the goal.

As the goals are interconnected, there may be some repetition in the evidence for what you already do and ideas for future developments.

Familiarise yourself with the Sustainable Development Goals.  Here are some suggestions to get you started:

United Nations’ Sustainable Development Goals
The UN website introduces each goal and presents facts and figures, targets and links for each.  

The Sustainable Development Goals by Yak
An e-booklet introducing the 17 Sustainable Development Goals simply and succinctly.

Act Now
Act Now is the UN’s campaign for individual action on climate change and sustainability, including a mobile app which supports users to “make the shift to a more sustainable lifestyle”.

Good Life Goals
The Good Life Goals lay out 85 ways people can support the Sustainable Development Goals.

SDG Planning Calendar
The UN’s SDG Planning Calendar identifies key events during the year that are related to the goals, like International Women’s Day, World Environment Day and Human Rights Day.

Reflect on your ESOL curriculum and identify what you already do in relation to the goals.  Organise your evidence in the most appropriate way for you and your colleagues - for example, by course type and/or level.  As the goals are interconnected, you may find you are doing something that addresses more than one goal.

Identify what you could start doing in relation to the goals.  This might be building on existing practice or new initiatives, for example by offering discrete modules or a series of events or workshops relating to one or more of the goals or embed regular activities to raise awareness of and explore the sustainable development agenda. The Education and Training Foundation’s ESD webpage has a host of information to help further develop your professional practice in this area.
