Welcome to our Green Week event toolkit. This toolkit has been developed by Idea Store Learning at Tower Hamlets Council as part of a project commissioned by the Education and Training Foundation and delivered by HOLEX to identify effective practice and develop resources around Education for Sustainable Development in ESOL.
In this toolkit you will find ideas on how to hold your own large scale or small-scale sustainability event with learners in your organisation based on Tower Hamlets’ experiences of holding events over the past two years. Our Green Week video, available at www.youtube.com/watch?v=h4FHxrHZ3o4 provides inspiration.
Green Week came about after a discussion with the ESOL team about wanting to bring learners’ voices into the conversation about climate change and to start taking some positive action on issues that are affecting the learners in their local area. 
The aims of Green Week were to:
Enhance the knowledge of the public and our learners of recycling, climate change and pollution in the local area
Encourage and support participants in adopting a green, sustainable lifestyle by employing knowledge gained during the week
Record a pledge on our Green Week Tree exhibition
Bring ESOL learners voices into conversations about the climate crisis and the efforts to mitigate it.
Workshops were held over the course of Green Week for English, Maths, ESOL and Employability learners. Tutors were encouraged to embed the theme of climate change into their lessons with the help of English for Action who provided invaluable support with adapting resources, making them accessible to learners whose first language is not English. 
The week ended with a large-scale event initially in store and then online the following year. 
There were guest speakers and stall holders from external organisations along with various council departments, all brought together in one place to provide information to local residents. This included information regarding sustainability, recycling, composting, sustainable travel, reducing emissions, the impact of pollution on children’s lungs, low waste living, energy saving and reducing plastic usage including plastic free menstrual products.  
It was also an opportunity to showcase an exhibition of learners’ work incorporating Tower Hamlets Council’s 3 Rs: reuse, reduce and recycle. The centrepiece of this being a giant tree made of recycled materials whereby learners and members of the public could add their own personal, environmental pledge throughout the month.
We have put this toolkit together to try and bring you some of the knowledge, contacts and resources we have gained over the past two years to hopefully inspire more organisations to embed sustainability within their curriculum. We didn’t have a massive budget, but we did gain the support of our senior management team. You could also investigate community funding initiatives in your local area to get started.

For example, we managed to get free reusable cups if each learner signed an anti-idling pledge, a recycling interactive robot, vegan snacks and composting materials.

We have included two suggested workshops that have been tried and tested and received positive feedback from learners. One is regarding making your own products and the other is how to upcycle. There are adaptations for sessional tutors to show how it can still be done but within a sessional tutors’ hours.

Lesson plan: Air pollution



Warm up


· Ask learners the questions on slide 3 and 4 allow them to discuss as a group than feedback to the rest of the class. Go through the definition in slide 5 of air pollution.
Activity 1: Causes and effects of air pollution


· In pairs, learners try to name what they can see in the pictures and whether they are causes or effects/ natural or caused by human behaviour slides 5 and 6. Learners then label pictures slide 7 or can make it a cut up and matching activity (see appendix 1).
· After showing learners the causes of air pollution, ask learners to discuss in groups, how does air pollution affect our bodies? Ask learners to write down answers on an A3 sheet and present their answers to the rest of the class.
· Discuss what they can see in the pictures slide 9.  Explain that these represent the effects of air pollution. Learners then label the pictures slide 9 or can make it a cut up and matching activity (see appendix 2). Answers on slide 10.
· Use slide 11 to write down the answers that the learners provide/ in groups.

· Show learners slides 12, 13 and 14, discuss as a group and ask learners to take notes on key important figures. Show learners slide 15 asking learners to complete the comprehension questions and then feedback as a group.Activity 2: A look at indoor air pollution
Slides 13 and 14 can be adapted to have information about your local area or as an extension activity learners’ can research the statistics about their local area and present it to class/ compare them to London.

· Ask learners what they do at home that may contribute to indoor air pollution and may be harmful to them. Allow learners to discuss in small groups then feedback slide 16.
· Discuss what they can see in the pictures slide 17.  Explain that these represent the causes of indoor of air pollution. Label the pictures slide 18 or make it a cut up and matching activity (see appendix 3)
· During feedback, show slides 19 to learners. 
· Discuss slides 21 and 22.
· Ask learners to write down answers on large A3 page on each table than present their answers to the class. During feedback show learners slides 23 and 24

Activity 3: Pledge time



· Ask learners to think about possible pledges they can make to reduce air pollution slides 25 and 26. Show example of pledges from slides 27 and 28.
· EXTRA ACTIVITY: Planting trees, if time available, see slides 29-34 and discuss with learners.

Warm up 



· Look at the UN Sustainable Development Goals and match the meanings to the goals slide 2.
· Write a list of 5-10 food items that they buy on separate post it notes and follow the instructions on slide 5.
· Compare lists and answer the three questions on slide 6. Variation: if teaching online then discuss the questions in break out rooms.
· Put the titles in slide 7 on display/ on the screen as headings. Learners to place their responses under the correct heading based on their discussions.
Activity 1: Discussion about food waste  


· Complete the gaps in the questions on slide 9.
· Draw a food waste bin & make a list of the food that goes into this bin slides 10 and 11.
· Compare their list with a partner.
 Activity 2: Food waste in numbers  



· Show learners three multiple choice questions slides 13 and 14.
· Write their answers on mini whiteboards or on a piece of paper and hold them up.
· Show them a video cleanstreets.westminster.gov.uk and complete the gap fill slides 15 and 16/ Appendix 1.
Activity 3: Food waste solutions



· Discuss with learners about ideas they have to reduce or stop food waste. Ask them to think about what they may do already and give one suggestion each slide 18.
· Show them the websites of two apps which are available nationally on slide 19. 
· Watch the video demonstrating how the Too Good to Go app works youtube.com. Answer questions about video slide 20 and 21 /Appendix 2.
· Look at the list on slide 22 and 23. Discuss with learners if ideas are all true/ false. Then ask them to choose two to try.
· Talk about recipes for food waste as well as think about local food banks slide 24: lovefoodhatewaste.com.Activity 4: Take action!   

· Show learners a list of possible actions they can take slide 26.
· Ask them to choose one-two that they can practice over the next month.
· Ask them to tell someone else to keep them accountable!
· Encourage learners to use these example sentences to feedback their choices: 
“I want to…”, “I am going to…”  or “I will…”

Lesson plan: Reducing and reusing



Warm up 




· Organise learners into small groups to discuss questions on slide 3 for about 5 minutes.
· Learners report back and agree on a definition for fast fashion.
Activity 1: Fast Fashion




· Tell learners they are going to read the definition of fast fashion. Display slide 4.
· Provide varying levels of support regarding highlighted vocabulary dependent upon level.
· Ask learners if they think this is a good definition. Would they change or add anything? 
Activity 2: The Cost of Fast Fashion



· Check comprehension of vocabulary on slide 5 and go through questions on slide 6.
· Play the video and give time for learners to discuss answers and opinions in groups.
· Allow time for whole group feedback and discussion.
Higher levels:
Could include work on discourse markers used in text for them to write their own definition of fast fashion or paragraph expressing their opinions after completing Activity 2. 



Activity 3: Clothes in landfill 



· Discuss meaning of biodegrade / decompose slide 7.
· Ask learners how long they think it takes for clothes to biodegrade slide 8. Elicit guesses.
· Go through activity on slides 9 – 13 where learners are shown an item of clothing and guess how long they take to decompose before revealing the answer.
· Ask learners if there were any surprises and how they feel about throwing away clothes.
Activity 4: Discussion and action 



· Put learners into small groups to talk about what they have learned about fast fashion and consider actions they themselves can take slide 14.
· Introduce/review language for making suggestions. Give examples.
· Bring learners back together as a class to share ideas.
Lower levels could concentrate on producing sentences using ‘I can…’ or ‘We can…’ instead of using examples given.
Higher levels could form more complex sentences using conditionals. For example: ‘If we learn how to repair our clothes, we won’t have to keep buying new ones.’




Activity 5: Pledge writing 


· Elicit meaning of making a pledge.
· Ask learners to work on their own to pledge to take two actions regarding fast fashion using the language on slide 15.
· Learners share their pledges with the class.
Activity 6: Swishing 




· Depending on level of group, learners work with varying degrees of independence to find out what ‘swishing’ is and discuss questions in small groups slide 16.
· Review ‘swishing’ as a whole class.
Activity 7: Planning a swishing event 




· Elicit from class things they need to consider when planning an event slides 17 and 18.
· Organise learners into small groups to plan a swishing event at their college, this could be imaginary or real.
· Review language from Activity 4 and tell learners they have 10-15 minutes to plan the event and then feedback their ideas to the rest of the class.
· After some general feedback try to arrive at some form of consensus regarding a plan for a clothes swapping event.Possible extension activities:
· Design a poster advertising the event or write invitations.
· Write an email to head of department concerning the possibility of organising a clothes swap.
· Produce a leaflet or short video to share with other learners about fast fashion.
· Organise a sewing workshop.

· Learners will need to bring their own containers and old t-shirts. 
· Get learners to complete and sign a disclaimer before coming to the workshop              (see disclaimer example Appendix 1).
· Complete a risk assessment prior to the session for approval (see risk assessment example Appendix 2).
· Cut up small vocabulary cards (Appendix 3). 
· Place poster cards on the wall around the room (Appendix 4).

· Label ingredient containers clearly 
· Divide up ingredients
· Prepare labels for the workstations (Appendix 5)
· Print out recipes and instructions (Appendix 6)

Sessional tutor adaptation:
· Check if your management team has the budget to pay for additional hours
· Ask a full-time member of staff to help with the preparation
· Select one activity rather than a carousel 
· Ask learners to bring the listed ingredients for one recipe
· Check if your management team has a budget for materials
· Utilise volunteers

· Distribute cards amongst learners and then ask if they know what the terms (recycle, reuse, reduce, upcycle, zero waste) mean. Tables discuss. (Appendix 3)
· Explain that around the room there are poster words matching their cards and they should go to them. (Slide 4, Appendix 4)
· Ideally there should be 5 groups of 4 – 5 students each. Adjust groups accordingly.
Activity 1



· In their newly formed groups learners ask and answer question prompts.
· Volunteers and/or tutors join in discussions.

Activity 2



· Learners go back to their tables 
· In small groups they discuss picture prompts Slide 8 (Answer: they are all made of plastic) and Slide 9. Feedback as a whole class.
· Watch the film about plastic (link in Slide 10): youtube.com 
· First learners discuss question prompts in pairs Slide 11 and then as a whole class (you could print the slide for every 2/3 students or leave on display)
· Go over slides 12-14 and discuss as a whole class.
Activity 3




· Give learners a short break and prepare the make your own products workstations.
· Divide tutors and/or volunteers between stations.
· Display Slide 16 with workshop outline.
· Follow instructions on recipes and make your own DIY product (Appendix 6).Extension reading task: 
Remove the step numbers, cut up a recipe and learners need to place in the correct order or/ learners can match the pictures to the steps


· Learners move between stations making their own products. 
· Give a time for learners to complete a task before moving to the next station. (guide time 15 minutes per station)

How to make a no sew t-shirt tote bag
Supplies:
· Old t-shirt – The thicker the fabric, the sturdier the bag
· Sharp scissors, preferably fabric scissors
· Washable marker (optional)

	Step 1: Cut the sleeves off
Top tip: fold the t-shirt in half so that you can cut both sleeves at the same time.

	Step 2: Cut the neckline area

Turn the shirt inside out and use a bowl and a pen to make an oval shape.
Cut the shape.

	Step 3: Decide how deep you want the bag to be
Draw a line at the bottom of the shirt using a ruler or the edge of a book to decide how deep you want your bag to be.

	Step 4 Cut the fringe

Cut slits from the bottom of the shirt up to the line marking the bottom of your bag. 

Cut both the front and back layers together because they need to match up for the next step.

I cut my slits about 3/4 to 1 inch apart.

	Step 5: Tie the fringe

Take your first pair of fringe pieces and tie them into a knot, then tie two more pairs.

What I do next is grab one strand from the middle set (the one with the arrow pointing left) and tie it in a knot with one of the strands on the left set.

	Then take the other strand from the middle set (the one with the arrow pointing right) and tie it in a knot with one of the strands on the right set.

Take the remaining strand on the right set and tie it to the next set of strands, and so on and so forth until all the strands are tied.
 
Now turn your t-shirt right side out again and you’re done!
